Futons larger than a single size are considered Oversized garbage.

B Put Blankets, Cushions, and Soft mattresses in the Ishioka City
designated garbage bag.

If you take them to the garbage disposal site, you have to cut them
to a thickness of no more than 15cm and a length of no more than
150cm.

W You can dispose of up to 10kg of them at a time.
